Clue: Use this to sign an autograph; don’t let a trail of these little insects carry 
away your picnic lunch! 

5. Sts. Francis Xavier, Lucy, John of the Cross, Ambrose and John 
Damascene all have feast days during Advent. But this saint is the one 
best associated with the season: 

Clue: A five cent piece is also called this; the opposite of more.
